If you are a new
customer, and where we permit selected third parties to use your data, we (or they) will contact you by
post or electronic means only if you have consented to this. You can choose to not receive these types of
communication by contacting us.

6.3 Our lawful basis for marketing is legitimate interests. We believe it is in your legitimate interests to be
provided with tailored information on new products and services which we believe may be of interest to
you and it is in our legitimate interests to promote our business. You can unsubscribed from marketing
emails at any time.
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7.  THIRD PARTIES

A We will keep your information within the Infinigate Group except where disclosure is required or
permitted by law or when we use third party service providers or vendors (data processors) to supply
and support our services to you. We have contracts in place with our data processors. This means that
they cannot do anything with your personal data unless we have instructed them to do so. They will not
share your personal data with any organisation apart from us. They will hold it securely and retain it for
the period we instruct.
